GIMP HELP SHEET
This programme is accessible from the computers in the LIC. It may be a slightly older version than the one you have at home

Log on→start→programs→ICT programs→GIMP 2 double click

1) A big orange box with a cartoon character of a fox will appear, keep clicking on the continue box until a white box appears with two pencils in it and GIMP 2. This means that the program is loading (This will take a while)
2) Once loaded 3 boxes will appear. Close the GIMP tip of the day.

3) Bring up an image to edit in GIMP (Make sure that you choose the image from St. Albans Cathedral you did a big drawing of) Click on file (toolbar, left hand box) and then open the drop down menu.
4) Click on file which will reveal another menu. Click on network drive R 
5) Scroll down and Click on the Mr Hearn folder then click on Year 10 GIMP images

6) Click on abbey 1, highlight the pictures and a preview image will appear on the right hand side. Once you have the one you want click the open button on the bottom right hand corner.
7) Your image will appear on your screen

8) Scale the image down before you do anything with it, otherwise it will be too big to print on A4. To do this follow these instructions:

9) Image→scale image→image size.

10) Change pixels to millimetres, now type in 300 into the width box if the picture is landscape or 200 into the width box if the picture is portrait. Click on the height button below and it will change the image, keeping it in proportion. The numbers in the boxes may change. This is fine.
11) Click the scale button (bottom right). The image will now appear very small.

12) At the bottom left of the box you will see a percentage 33%. Change this until the image fills the box again.

You are now ready to start experimenting with and altering your image.

13) Use filters on the tool bar to create different visual effects. The distort (pinch and whirl, polar co ordinates etc) and artistic filters are very good You can also get very bright colours with some of them.
14)  If you do not like the effect you have used click Edit→undo
15)  To change the colour of the image, click on layer→colours. Experiment with the list that has appeared.
Once you are happy with your image save it

16)  File→save as in name box type in what you would like to call the image. Save in folder network box. Click on drive (H;/)

17)  Now click on select file type, scroll down and click on JPEG image. Another box will appear. Click OK on this.

18)  Your image is now saved into ‘my documents’ Once you have completed a lot of images transfer then to a new folder.

19)  To print your images, bring up your image, right click on it and press the print button, Print wizard should appear. Tick the pictures you want to print. Make sure that you print in colour. Scroll down on the layouts option and that you print the wallet sheet option with 9 pictures on. Pick the best one, with the teacher, and then print off a large copy of this.
