this unit focuses upon recent or contemporary international ssues and examines the regional and global significance of international problems, giving students the opportunity to operationalise the knowledge and understanding covered in Unit 4d. Students will need a knowledge of the major or newsworthy events in international politics in the three years preceding the date of the examination and an understanding of the nature of conflict and conflict resolution at the international level. Although no questions will be set that specifically refer to earlier events, students may need to be aware of a wider historical context in order fully to understand contemporary developments. 

The emphasis is very much upon contemporary international conflicts, of the ways in which they have developed, and of the implications this has for international politics. 

It is particularly important to distinguish ways in which the international community reacts to different conflicts and to offer explanations for these differing responses.
