Modern artists who have been influenced and inspired by the work of other cultures include: Picasso, Kirchner, the German Expressionists, Peter Blake, to name a few.

There is a Year 11 Art Trip to the British Museum where you will be able to study African, Aztec and North American Art first hand. This will be a starting point for the whole exam, where you will, with the guidance of the teachers, explore a number of themes and cultures. We will expect there to be a strong influence from another culture/artist represented within your eventual final piece.  You will be able to work in any material, or a range of materials.
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How will your work be marked?

The exam preparation work is worth 75% of the final exam mark.

The timed test (Final piece) is worth 25% of the final exam mark.
This shows you how important your preparation work is.

Over the 8 assessment objectives, which you should be familiar with by now:
1) Collect Primary source material 2) Record  3) other Artists and Cultures

4) Analyse: context, 5) Explore different ideas 6) Review and Refine 7) Personal response 8) Connections between your own work and the work of others.
IMPORTANT

· Check your exam timetable and make a note of the art exam date.

· You must organise your own equipment for the timed exam.

· Check which art room your exam will be in.

· Arrive to the exam at 8.30am, you will need time to set up.

YEAR 11 GCSE  ART  TIME PLAN AND CHECKLIST 

All work must be in a separate sketchpad and/or on A2 sheets

Start date 12 weeks for prep work, (you will only get 8 weeks in the ‘real’ exam) 10 hours for the final piece over 2 days of ‘normal’ lesson time, under controlled conditions)

WEEK 1 & 2: We expect 3 really good drawings from the British Museum trip, as well as any other information you can gather.

WEEK 3 & 4): Look at artists’ work, which is relevant to your idea/theme. Try out sections of artists’/designers’ work. Formulate at least 3 ideas.

WEEK 5: Experiment with a variety of media relating to your ideas: Large chalk and charcoal drawings, collage work, mixed media work, etc. Work on detailed pencil drawings of your own idea. Carry out research from primary sources.

WEEK 6: Continue drawing from your visual research in a variety of materials. Draw three ideas roughly. 
WEEK 7: Mid project evaluation. Choose, evaluate and develop your final idea. 

Look at artists’ techniques and contextual information and develop for your idea. 

WEEK 8: Plan your composition. Try alternatives of portrait and landscape before deciding on final layout. 

WEEK 9 & 10: Experiment with different surface textures, drawing styles, colour, tone and form regarding your final piece. (Watercolour) Improve sketchpad presentation, ensure there is a logical progression of ideas for an ‘outsider’ to follow.

Week 11 & 12: Final preparation. You may want to project your image, or start clay-work in this time. Checklist: Have you got all the information you need? Have you got all the materials/equipment you need? Is your documentation clear? Have you completed sufficient prep work? Is your composition well planned? Are you confident that you have enough to do, or can complete it in ten hours? Does it answer the theme adequately? (There are target setting days and an Occasional day within these weeks)
EXAMINATION DATES:  between 8th and 17th Dec.

 You will not be able to take your examination prep work or final piece home after the exam, as your teachers will need to mark them before the holidays start.

Art in Context (A0 2)

When looking at art, thinking about the context of the work (i.e. the time, place and circumstances in which it was made) will help you understand why the artist produced work in a particular way.

You will sometimes hear the term “contextual studies”.  This refers to understanding the different contexts in which art is or has been produced.

Contexts can be:

	Social
	What was happening in society at the time?

	Technological
	What materials and equipment were available to the artist?

	Cultural
	What, for example was the dominant religion and how did this affect their customs?

	Historical
	What had gone before? What had not happened yet?


No artist works in isolation; all are influenced by their environment, whether that environment is other artists, television, or the built environment surrounding them.

You can gain up to 10 marks by writing about the context in which the piece of art that you are looking at is made.  Use:

· Books

· CD ROMS

· The internet to do your research
