· 30% of AS grade

· 1 ½ hour written paper - answer 2 essay questions

· Four topics studied:

Film & Broadcast Fiction;

Documentary;

Advertising & Marketing;

British Newspapers.

Module 3: Practical Production

· 40% of AS grade

· Coursework – creation of a media product based on module 2

· 3 components:

Brief – 750 words

Production

Evaluation – 1000 words
