Dear Parents, Guardians and Governors

I am writing with regard to our school uniform.  At Nicholas Breakspear, we place great importance on the appearance of our students.  We also know that it is vital that our uniform policy is clear and precise for parents and students.  It is for this reason that we have made some minor amendments to our current school uniform policy.  This will apply as from September 2007.  The majority of these amendments do not involve any change but simply add clarification to the policy.  Please find a copy of the amended uniform policy attached (alterations are in bold).

You may recall that I wrote to you in June of last year regarding changes in our skirts.  In this letter I explained that a new school skirt was being phased-in from September 2006, starting with Year 7.  This new skirt would be phased-in for all other year groups in September 2007.  Therefore, I am writing now to remind you that as from September 2007, any girl in years 7-11 who chooses to wear a skirt will be required to wear the new Nicholas Breakspear School skirt (they can no longer continue to wear the ‘old-style’ A- line skirt).  This new skirt is a navy blue, stitch-pleated skirt, which can be purchased from our school outfitters, ‘Stevensons’ in St Albans.  As from September 2007, the new regulation skirt will be the only skirt which is permitted.  Girls do of course continue to have the option of wearing the Nicholas Breakspear school trousers, also purchased from ‘Stevensons’.

I do hope that by giving good warning of this change to our school uniform policy last year, that it will cause the minimum possible inconvenience to you.  If you do have any questions regarding our amended uniform policy, please do not hesitate to contact your child’s form tutor.
