The main purpose of a Learning Mentor is to help students overcome barriers to learning in order to achieve their full potential 
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The Nicholas Breakspear RC School Learning Mentors aim to:
· Raise the attainment levels of students.

· Remove barriers to learning thus, enabling students to reach their full potential.

· Raise standards of underachieving groups.

· Promote the successful transition between key stages.

· Assist students to improve attendance and punctuality.

· Improve levels of behaviour.

· Reduce bullying and anti social behaviour.

Each Learning Mentor maintains a caseload of individual students, who are referred:
· To raise the level of interpersonal skills amongst students, which will enable them to make informed, mature decisions, which affect their lives.

· Encourage students to become active citizens of the school and the local community.

· Address the individual needs of each student.
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The projected outcomes for the work will include:
· Higher attainment levels.
· Students that are keen to learn and are engaged with the curriculum.
· A reduction in incidents related to all forms of anti social behaviour. 
· An increase in attendance levels, and reduction in unauthorised absences.
· Students learn and develop key social skills, such as, self-esteem, communication, interpersonal, action planning, time management, values, empathy, managing feelings and reviewing.
· A reduction in exclusions, fixed term and permanent.
· A safer environment for teachers to teach and for pupils to learn.
· Positive interventions with students that respond to their needs, and are empowering and developmental.
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Learning Mentors will adopt a number of approaches, some of which include:
· 1:1 mentoring 



· Developmental group work 

· Lesson observations

· Peer education /mentoring
· Work with other specialist agencies
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Students must not leave their lessons  to see their mentor, without pre-arranging a meeting time.
Each student will have their own appointment card with the date and time of their appointment. They must go to their subject teacher, before they come for their appointment, for their teacher to sign the appointment card.
