Calculator Methods
Type 1
Find a percentage of a quantity

Convert the percentage into a decimal and multiply.

Find 35% of £192

0.35 x 192 = 67.2

Increase £32 by 15%

0.15 x 32 = £4.80

£32 + £4.80 = £36.80

Type 2
Express one quantity as a percentage of another

Express as a fraction then convert to a percentage.

Remembering to convert both quantities into the same units.

What percentage of 4kg is 800g?

800/4000 x 100 = 20%

A car was bought for £2500 and sold for £1850.

What was the percentage loss?

Actual loss


=
2500 – 1850 = £650

Percentage loss

=
650/2500 x 100 = 26%

(divide by the original price)

Type 3
Find the original amount

Divide by the given percentage and multiply by 100.

If 70% is £350, find 100%

350 ( 70 x 100 = £500

A jacket is reduced by 15% to £5, find the original price.

As £51 is 85% of the original

51 ( 85 x 100 = £60
