Year 13 Independent Study deadlines
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17th Sept: Main text to have been chosen and viewed at least once. Initial overview notes regarding MIGRAIN and SHEP issues relating to the text recorded and handed in.

1st Oct: 1,000 word essay (at least) giving a full analysis of the opening 10 -20 minutes of your text, giving details of Media Language and Representation (Look at your text book’s description of the opening of ‘Gladiator’ for a really good example)

15th Oct: Collect a range of critical analysis regarding your text. Highlight at least three quotes from opposing viewpoints (Refer to the department’s Media magazines) and the Internet. Start your bibliography

Half Term: Make sure you view similar texts of the same genre (Ongoing process) Extension work:  Watch all the bonus/extra features if your text is on DVD, including the Director’s commentary (make notes)

5th  Nov: Comprehensive notes on Genre and Representation issues (with particular regard to the main characters) relating to your text

19th Nov: Comprehensive notes on Media Language, Ideology and Narrative Issues relating to your text

10th Dec: Comprehensive notes on Audience and Institution issues relating to your text

17th Dec: Comprehensive notes on SHEP issues relating to your text

14th Jan: Frame three possible questions, or points of view/discussion/hypothesis, choosing a definite focus/point of view to explore. Write a brief essay structure on each.

28th Jan: Decide on a definite focus for your text. Remember that you get more marks for a ‘Why?’ question. Comprehensive essay structure.

Half Term:

18th Feb: First draft of Independent Study (Unlimited wordcount) to be word processed. Include word count.

3rd Mar: Second Draft of Independent Study (using the best bits only), refining, adding, changing as necessary.

17th Mar: Third and final draft of Independent Study. Make sure that a parent or guardian proof reads this for you. Ensure that the bibliography is up to date. All quotes are in italics and acknowledged and that all sources are fully referenced in a notes section. Make sure the word count is as near to 3,000 as possible.

This final deadline is non-negotiable. I need to mark these over the Easter holidays and you need Easter to start revising for your other examinations. You need to get this out of the way!
