 Group lesson, 3 /4 pupils (30 minutes) - £64.24/£48.18
In the initial stages group tuition is recommended for many instruments. Students learning the guitar, for example, benefit greatly from learning alongside others and have the opportunity to play in ensemble from the earliest stages. This increases motivation and speed of learning. As pupils become more experienced individual lessons are often more appropriate.

Terms and Conditions for Instrumental and Vocal Tuition at Nicholas Breakspear School
INSTRUMENTS

· Pupils are responsible for providing, and bringing their instruments to school on the day of their lesson. They may be stored, cases being clearly labelled with name and form, in the music block. 

· Instruments must be insured by parents (often they are covered by Home Contents insurance but this should be checked).
· For more information on buying instruments, see the Assisted Instrument Purchase Scheme details below. Alternatively, The Music Department also has a list of suppliers where you can buy instruments new or enter into a convenient hire/buy arrangement. Several can also supply second hand instruments.
 PAYMENT

· Invoices will be sent home at the beginning of each school term for payment of that term’s tuition.
· If payment is not received by the date given on the Invoice, tuition will be automatically cancelled. 

· Re-enrolment for subsequent terms is automatic.

· Pupils receive 33 lessons each academic year; any lessons owed by the end of the year will either be credited to the next Invoice or refunded. 
TERMINATION OF TUITION

· If a pupil wishes to discontinue tuition, written notice must be given to the Head of Music. 

· Notice must be no less than a full half-term in advance. For example, if a pupil wished to end tuition at the end of Spring Term, notice must be given before the February half term holiday. 

ABSENCE

· Should a pupil fail to attend a lesson which has been timetabled the lesson will be forfeited and the pupil marked as absent. 

· Should a teacher fail to be available for a scheduled lesson the lesson will be offered again at a future time. 

· Should a pupil know of a necessary absence due to appointments or school trip, etc., it is their responsibility to inform their teacher of this. This missed lesson will then not count towards their total.
