
PE at Nicholas Breakspear Catholic School



Overview

As a result of a focussed HMI inspection in December 2007, the Physical Education Department at Nicholas Breakspear Catholic School has been rated as ‘good’ with many features of outstanding. Within the last Ofsted inspection all members of staff observed within the department were graded as ‘good.’ Extra curricular provision for students was also good, which is an area the PE department has a great influence on. The department is a strong department that has a clear focus for both students and staff. The department has recently been granted planning permission for an all weather astro-turf which will be of huge benefit to our already extensive curriculum and extra curricular programme. 
Curriculum
Every student at Nicholas Breakspear receives two hours of core PE per week.  At KS3 we cover five of the six strands of the National Curriculum, teaching in units of 8 hours to consolidate quality learning.

At KS4 we offer GCSE PE, Short course GCSE PE and BTEC Sport.  We currently follow the OCR specification for GCSE. At Advanced Level we offer PE and Btec National. With Key Stage 4 and 5 there is also an opportunity for students to receive leadership awards in both JSLA and CSLA.
Extra-curricular

This is real strength of the department and all students benefit from the activities organised by the department.  The department has also organised the school’s successful Rock Challenge entry and the yearly Gym and Dance Display.

Staffing
We now have six full time teachers within the department and one part time teacher.  Each member of the department has a variety of responsibilities.  Each area taught is looked after by a member of the department who either has the expertise / knowledge necessary or a healthy interest. 

Resources

Both on-site and off-site spaces are utilised in the delivery of the curriculum.  The PE Department also has a dedicated classroom sourced with 16 PC workstations.
