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POLICY OVERVIEW
· The curriculum should promote knowledge and understanding; development of intellectual, physical and interpersonal skills and personal qualities, values and attitudes.

· Students are entitled to learning that encompasses the following areas: aesthetic and creative; human social and political; linguistic and literary; mathematical, moral and ethical; physical; scientific; spiritual; technological

· The curriculum should be broad and balanced and offer each student a relevant range of subjects differentiated to meet the needs of the individual and offering continuity and progression throughout the school experience

· The curriculum should be subject to evaluation and review as part of each annual school improvement plan

· The curriculum should at all times promote the gospel values of Peace, Truth, Justice and Love.

AIMS AND OBJECTIVES
The purpose of the curriculum is to help each student to:

· Develop the skills required to allow each student to become a life long learner

· Develop personal and moral values, respect for shared values and for other cultures, religions and ways of life based on the gospel values of Peace, Truth, Justice and Love.
· Develop a lively, imaginative and enquiring mind

· Acquire knowledge and skills relevant to adult life and a world of rapid and continuous technological change

· Have numeric and literacy skills appropriate to the educational need of each student

· Achieve qualifications relevant to the future needs of each student

· Develop an understanding of the world in which they live and the interdependence of individuals, groups and nations

· Appreciate human achievements and aspirations

· To realise that ‘Every child does matter’

· To undertake personalised learning and develop their thinking skills through the new KS3 curriculum and the development of Level 3 courses, especially Diplomas.

· Take their place in society as informed, confident and responsible citizens
ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES
· The governors and Head teacher should aim to employ sufficient and suitable staff to ensure that the  aims of the curriculum policy can be delivered

· The Head teacher should ensure through effective line management that the curriculum delivers all statutory requirements in terms of subjects studied and programmes of study

· The Headteacher is responsible for ensuring that the curriculum should aim to meet any recommended content provisions as laid down by national government or by the Diocese of Westminster for the entire curriculum.
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
