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AIM

To keep the whole school environment attractive and clean, by reducing the amount of litter in school and having a no tolerance policy to chewing gum.

CODE OF CONDUCT

· Chewing gum must not be eaten in the school building or in the school grounds.
· Food must be eaten in the NBS Diner of in the designated ‘picnic areas’ and not on the corridors or in classrooms.

SANCTIONS – Stepped approach over the term.

3rd negative referral:

SLT ‘Community Service’ detention; one day 






internal exclusion in BSU.

4th negative referral:
1 day external exclusion for ‘persistent defiance’; re-entry meeting with Head of Year.
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
