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POLICY OVERVIEW
Our inclusive ethos at Nicholas Breakspear School aims to provide a broad and balanced curriculum for all pupils, which will enable them to have full participation and high expectations. We value diversity and take action to respond to students’ different learning needs, in order to provide equality of opportunity for all. The school will normally be able to meet the needs of all students who have a learning difficulty and will take steps to ensure their inclusion, unless this affects the efficient education of other students.

DEFINITIONS
Pupils have special educational needs if they have a learning difficulty which calls for special educational provision to be made for them.

Pupils have a learning difficulty if they:

· Have a significantly greater difficulty in learning than the majority of children of the same age.

· Have a disability which prevents or hinders them from making use of educational facilities of a kind generally provided for children of the same age in schools within Hertfordshire.

AIMS
1. To help the individual student to receive a curriculum appropriate to their needs

2. To monitor and evaluate the progress of all students with special educational needs in accordance with the Code of Practice and internal school procedures
3. To encourage high levels of achievement and the opportunity to succeed for all students who have special educational needs
OBJECTIVES
1. To ensure the most effective classroom practice for the different learning needs of students

2. To ensure an understanding of different learning styles and to ensure appropriate teaching styles are adapted to suit these learning styles

3. To encourage high expectations for learning and achievement from staff, students and parents

4. To provide additional support, where required, in the form of teaching assistants, support teachers and the use of outside agencies, and Connexions in order to facilitate the above
ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES
The Head teacher has delegated responsibility for SEN to the Learning Support Coordinator. There is an appointed Governor with responsibility for special educational needs. 
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
