




















Who is the course for?





If you have done well in Art, and have a strong interest in the subject, and enjoy being creative you have the skills to succeed.  Above all, you should have a real interest in creating and understanding art, and the determination to develop that interest.  It will allow you to go into further education and undertake a number of different courses that can lead to careers relating to art such as Interior Designer, Architect, Graphic Designer, Illustrator, and Fashion.








What are the entry requirements?





Average points Score: 4.0





Grade C or above at GCSE Art, however if you have not studied Art but you have an aptitude for the subject you may have the basic skills to succeed.  (Each case will be individually reviewed). 








What will I study?





The course aims to develop students’ drawing, painting, and 3D skills, and to encourage students to learn about other cultures and artists, experimenting with a variety of media and exploring the formal elements tone, pattern, colour, line, shape and texture in Art.
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AS Art





Unit 1: Art & Design Coursework            60% (30% of total A-Level)





You will be working on a set theme and developing your work to a conclusion).  The chosen theme is a starting point from which you will develop two projects.  With these two projects you will produce a series of ideas, prep drawings, photographs etc before embarking on your final ideas of creative work.  





Unit 2: Externally Set Assignment         40% (20% of total A-Level)





A question paper will be given to you early in the summer term in the first year of the course, giving you a choice of questions.  This will be taken as a formal 8-hour examination at the end of the AS course, and represents the culmination of your work so far.

Unit 3: Art & Design (Practical Work/Personal Study)               30%





Your personal study will be of an artist, art movement or culture that you have chosen to study and research.  For the practical element it is your chance to explore the artist that you have chosen in your essay in a much deeper and personal way.  Your study can be based on a painting, 3D, or mixed media final piece.





Unit 4: Externally Set Assignment                                               20%





A question paper will be given to you early in the summer term in the second year of the course, giving you a choice of questions.  This will be taken as a formal 12-hour examination at the end of the A2 course, and represents the culmination of your work so far.
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Studying Art at A-Level





The course is designed to enable individuals to follow their own particular interests, so a great deal of independent study will be expected.  You must be able to work on your own outside the classroom sessions.  This requires a great deal of self discipline, so a willingness to spend extra time preparing studies and developing your ideas is important.  You also need enthusiasm and commitment to enable you to create original and exciting work!








What can I do after completing the course?





Art leads to a variety of courses; you can go into further education to do a one year foundation course followed by a degree in Art and History of Art.  The course offers practical skills suitable for a variety of careers such as design, advertising and marketing.
