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Dear Parents / Carers

Please find attached a copy of our School Uniform Policy which has been updated for September 2010.  Any amendments which have been made have been highlighted on the policy and are relatively minor.  However, it is important that you are made aware of these before the start of the new school year.

I also need to make you aware of a minor change to our policy regarding mobile phones.  The policy regarding pupils and mobile phones has always been that they hand their mobile phones into the school office in the morning and collect them at the end of the school day.  However, for some time now this policy has become difficult to manage and is not proving to be effective.  It is for this reason that we have decided that, as from September, it will no longer be compulsory for pupils to hand in their mobile phones to the school office.  However, I must make it clear that:
1. We still strongly advise that pupils hand in their mobile phones to the school office for the day, to ensure that they are kept safe from damage and secure.  If pupils fail to follow this advice, the school will not take responsibility for damage to or loss of mobile phones

2. If pupils choose not to hand in their mobile phones to the school office, they must NOT be used at ANY time during the school day.  If pupils have a mobile phone in their possession during the school day, it must be kept switched off and out of sight for the entire day (including break and lunch times).

3. If a pupil gets their mobile phone out at any time during the school day, if they use it during the school day or if it is heard during the school day, it will immediately be confiscated by a member of staff.  If this happens the mobile phone will only be returned when a parent collects it from the school office.  In basic terms the pupils can remember this rule as ‘see it, hear it or use it… you’ll lose it’!

If you have any queries regarding these matters, please do not hesitate to contact the school (the school office is open throughout the summer holiday).
