Psychology

Psychology is divided into 4 modules. You will learn two modules in each year. In September we will learn the first module. It encompasses three different topics;

· Cognitive psychology

· Developmental psychology

· Research methods

Task One

In psychology there are numerous approaches. Investigate the following approaches and highlight their main assumptions and strengths and weaknesses. I have included one assumption for each.

Biological – relates behaviour to scientific factors

Behavioural – learn through observation and reinforcement

Cognitive – behaviour due to irrational thought

Psychodynamic – behaviour due to childhood factors 

Task Two - Cognitive Psychology

Investigate memory. 

Long Term and Short term are different types of memory. Investigate the duration, capacity and coding of each type. Page 4-7 AS textbook.

Psychologists have attempted to explain how the process of memory works by creating models. The main models are the Multi Store model and The Working Memory model. See page 8-15.

What are the main assumptions of them?

Draw the models

Is there any evidence to support the models?

What are the good and bad points of the models?

Task Three – Developmental Psychology

The second topic we will study is called Developmental Psychology. It looks at how our early experience will affect our behaviour in later life and how we form attachments to caregivers. 

Investigate the following;

· Deprivation

· Privation

Research examples of each and describe each case. Examples may include Genie, the Czech twins and Bowlby’s 44 thieves.
